ECA classes will be held on Saturdays for LKG to class Xl as per School Diary from April 2026 to January 2027 (8.00 am to
11.00 am). Activities include Basket Ball, Foot Ball, Cricket, Yoga, Vocal Light Music, Western Dance, Karate, Painting, Drama,
Chess, Quiz, Table tennis, Personality Development by SUCCESS GURU and Little Leagues Live (Play activities for LKG, KG &
UKG). Parents are requested to encourage their wards to participate in outdoor as well as indoor extra-curricular activities
as it contributes positively towards the all-round development of the student and keeps them away from distractions. The
ECA classes are optional and levied a nominal charge of Rs.250/- per month. A detailed circular regarding ECA activities will

be handed over with the Annual Progress Report Card 2025-26. Kindly adhere to the timeline mentioned for submission of
your consent form and charges.

Classes for certificate courses in French language in collaboration with Alliance Francaise du Bengale for DELF
Al Level certification and for German language in collaboration with Goethe Institute aimed at Al Level
certification will be conducted in session 2026-27 within the school premises on Saturdays from 10.00 am to
12.00 noon for classes Il to VIl from May 2026 to January 2027 against a charge of Rs.950/- per month.

Students are to enroll within 17% April 2026. Eligibility to take the DELF assessment is subject to the proficiency level
achieved by the student and independent of the number of hours of training.

Academic Assessment is done on the basis of the student’s overall performance in the Half Yearly Examination, the Unit
Tests as well as the Annual Examination. Kindly note that class Ill 2026-27 will have three unit assessments of 25 marks
(unit-1), 25 marks (unit-Il) and 50 marks (unit-Ill). This is in keeping with the 5+3+3+4 structure as prescribed by the
NEP2020. All important information regarding assessment, examination dates, promotional criteria, school events,
payment of fees, safety measures, co-curricular and extra-curricular activities, school clubs, transport, rules of conduct
and discipline for students, parent teacher contact programme, etc. is available in the School Diary. Parents are
requested to go through the contents of the School Diary thoroughly. The School Diary is an important document and is
to be brought to the school by the student on every working day. Specimen signatures of both parents are mandatory on

the page assigned for the same. STRICT ACTION WILL BE TAKEN AGAINST ANY STUDENT WHO MISPLACES OR LOSES THE
SCHOOL DIARY DURING THE ACADEMIC SESSION.
